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CONSIDERATIONS:

·  Possible interruptions in talk for children’s 

personal needs. 
·  Possible limitation of space for 

presentation. 
·  Probable verbal interruptions from 

children. 
·  Question session not advised at this age. 
·  Presentation equipment can fail so a 

strategy should be in place to complete 
the lesson if required. 

·  Variable size of audience. 
·  Behaviour management considerations. 
·  Weather conditions & distance to walk 

from school to Community Safety Vehicle. 
·  Forward plan use of Disabled access to

·  Recognise the dangers of leaving toys, 
clothes, paper etc near to heating 
appliances. 

·  Recognise the dangers associated with 
matches & lighters. 

·  Understand the importance of parental / 
carer control in the use and storage of 
lighters and matches.

TUTOR ACTIVITY PUPIL ACTIVITY 

0-1 mins ·  Introduce the F&RS teacher to the teacher & the 
children. 

·  Describe the purpose of the visit to the school by the 
F & RS. 

·  To learn about the purpose of the visit and be 
introduced to the F&RS teacher. 

1 mins – 5 mins ·  Explain the dangers associated with heat and smoke 
in the event of a fire, especially inside of a building. 

·  Describe the importance of getting away from fire and 
smoke and alerting everyone to the dangers. 

·  Impress upon the children the necessity of getting 
outside with the family without delay. 

·  To become aware of the dangers of a fire 
happening inside of a building and to understand 
how to react quickly & safely. 

5 mins – 9 mins ·  Develop the image of a cold snowy winters morning 
in the children’s minds by encouraging the children to 
picture the view from their bedroom morning on such 
a day. 

·  Encourage the children to interact with the effects of 
getting cold, shivering, rubbing hands together, 
blowing in the hands to warm them. 

·  Interact with the teacher in the creation of a 
mental picture of a cold snowy day by picturing 
the view from a window at home. 

·  To share the teachers methods of reacting to a 
cold day and mimicking with them the methods of 
warming themselves. 

 
9 mins – 11 mins ·  Introduce the graphic of a log fire and describe other 

types of heaters used in the home. 
·  Consider heating appliances that maybe used in 

their homes. 
11 mins – 16 mins ·  Create in the children’s minds a view of the home 

and the positioning of a fire used for heating. 
·  Through interactivity leave the imaginary room, close 

the door and build an imaginary snowman in the 
garden. 

·  Encourage audience participation in the build. 
·  When snowman is built re-enter the imaginary room 

and close the door. 
·  Interacting with the children move closer to the fire. 

Highlight the dangers of being too close to the fire. 
·  Using the soft toys explain the dangers of them being 

left close to a fire. 

·  Picture a home with a fire used for heating the 
home in the room. 

·  To mentally follow the teacher to the garden and 
look at the snowman that is being built. 

·  Interact with the teacher in the creation of an 
imaginary snowman. 

·  Understand that going closer to a fire increases 
the dangers of being injured. 

·  Understand the dangers of leaving toys, books 
etc close to fires. 

 
 

 
22 mins – 25 mins 

·  Explain the dangers of lighters and matches and the 
consequences of playing with them. 

·  Teach  “The Matches & Lighters Rhyme” 

·  Understand the consequences of playing with 
matches and lighters. 

·  Learn and recite “The Matches & Lighters 
Rhyme” 

26 mins – 29 mins ·  Show the ‘Frances the Firefly’ DVD ·  Watch the ‘Frances the Firefly’ DVD. 
29 mins – 30 mins ·  Explain the resources being taken home and the 

importance of talking about the Home Safety Visit to 
parents and carers. 

·  Understand the importance of taking the leaflets 
home to parents / carers to read and make the 
home a safer place.

·  Reinforce the necessity of taking information home to 
parents and carers.
