strategy should be in place to complete 
the lesson if required. 

·  Variable size of audience. 
·  Behaviour management considerations.

0-2 mins ·  Introduce the F&RS teacher to the teacher & the 
children. 

·  Describe the purpose of the visit to the school by the 
F & RS.

2 mins – 8mins ·  Explain the dangers associated with heat and smoke 
in the event of a fire, especially inside of a building. 

·  Describe the importance of getting away from fire and 
smoke and alerting everyone to the dangers. 

·  Impress upon the children the necessity of getting 
outside with the family without delay. 

·  Promote smoke alarm ownership and minimum 
requirements. 

·  To become aware of the dangers of a fire 
happening inside of a building and to understand 
how to react quickly & safely. 

·  Be made aware of the importance of smoke 
alarms in their home and the Services Home 
Safety Visits available to their family. 

9 mins – 15 mins ·  Explain the importance of calling the Fire Service 
(999) from a safe place, not using the telephone in 
the home where the fire is occurring. 

·  List the possible location of these telephones. 
·  Detail the procedure to be adopted when making the 

call. 
·  Impress upon the class the importance of staying 

outside of the building. 

·  Learn the methods of calling for help using the 
emergency telephone system (999) 

·  Learn about the role of the other emergency 
services. 

15 mins – 21 mins ·  Explain the PPE clothing and equipment and detail 
the protection it affords, (heat/smoke), and its 
conspicuous qualities. 

·  Link its visibility with the need for conspicuous 
clothing being worn on the public highway. 

·  Detail the firefighters helmet in head protection and 
link it to the importance of cycle helmet ownership. 

·  Understand the reason for the firefighter wearing 
this PPE and equipment. 

·  Learn about the importance of conspicuous 
clothing being worn on the highway. 

·  Understand the importance of cycle helmet 
ownership and use. 

·  Understand the importance of always wearing a 
seat belt. 

21 mins – 24 mins ·  Explain the dangers of hot liquids found in the home 
& the dangers of playing in the kitchen. 

·  Understand the dangers associated with hot 
liquids and playing in the kitchen 

26 mins – 29 mins ·  Show the ‘Frances the Firefly’ DVD 
·  Explain the dangers of playing with lighters and 

matches. 

·  Watch the ‘Frances the Firefly’ DVD. 
·  Recite the ‘Matches & Lighters Rhyme’ as a 

group. 
29 mins – 30 mins ·  Explain the resources being taken home and the 

importance of talking about the F& RS visit to parents 
and carers. 

·  Consider expectations of sharing leaflets with 
family on return to home.

3 – 30 mins ·  Explain the work of a firefighter. 

·  Using the mannequin explain the protection given by 
the uniform and B.A. worn by a firefighter. 

·  Re – enforce the dangers of heat and smoke in a fire 
situation making referral to the firefighters uniform. 

·  Highlight the importance of wearing protective 
headwear when cycling and wearing bright/light 
coloured clothing at night. 

·  Talk of other incidents the Service attends. 
·  Explain the Services Home Safety Visits. 
·  Briefly talk about ‘A fire engine’ and the water / 

equipment it carries. 
·  Tell the story of “Ashley the Alien” 
·  Educate the children about the dangers of playing 

with lighters and matches and learn “The Matches & 
Lighters Rhyme”. 

When planning and presenting, ESF&RS should provide opportunities for all pupils to learn, including boys and girls, pupils with special 
educational needs, pupils with disabilities, pupils from all social and cultural backgrounds, pupils of different ethnic groups including 
travellers, refugees and asylum seekers, and those from diverse linguistic backgrounds. ESF&RS need to be aware that pupils bring to 
school different experiences, interests and strengths which will influence the way in which they learn. ESF&RS should plan their approaches 
to teaching and learning so that all pupils can take part in lessons fully and effectively.
