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CONSIDERATIONS:
Room / space facilities not known till
arrival.
Possible interruptions from children.
Children sitting on floor for possibly an
hour. Ensure a break in the lesson for
standing and stretching.
Ascertain if any children have
experienced a fire situation.
Ascertain if there are children present with
any special needs.
Presentation equipment can fail so a
strategy should be in place to complete
the lesson if required.
Weather conditions & distance to walk
from school to Community Safety Vehicle.
Forward plan use of Disabled access to
Community Safety Vehicle.
Safe parking of Community Safety
Vehicle.

Explain the purpose and learning objectives to the
audience and remind children of previous visits.

To understand the purpose of the visit..

4-18 mins

Refresh on previous lessons on the dangers of a fire in
the home. Heat / Smoke

Re-enforce the necessity of a home fire plan and the
involvement of all family members.

Detail the minimum requirements and number of smoke
alarms in the home and the regular maintenance
programme.

Consider the implications of a fire occurring in the
home and the importance of a fast evacuation to
fresh air.

Be reminded about the procedure for making an
emergency call from a safe place.

Learn about the importance of smoke alarm
ownership & maintenance.

19 — 28 mins

Remind the children of previous lessons (Frances the
Firefly) with the messages of dangers of playing with
lighters and matches.

Show film “ It Was Only A Game”

Watch film.

29-31 mins

Break and stretch for children and teachers.

Short break.

31-35 mins

Describe the dangers of scalding and hot liquids in the
home.

To consider their roll in the prevention of scalding
accidents to themselves and others.

36 — 56 mins

Carry out a question and answer session with the
children.

Partake in a question and answer session.

56 — 60 mins

Explain the detail of the leaflets that the children will be
taking home and the need of communication with the
family with regards to safety.

Emphasize the availability of free Home Safety Visits
carried out by the Service and encourage the children to
talk to the parents / carers about contacting the Service.

To consider their own role in communicating with
their family and the important roll they can play in
passing on safety imformation.

Be made aware of their role in the community in
taking these messages to a wider audience. E.G:
Grandparents / Neighbours.




Community Safety Vehicle Visit

Utilising slides and adaptable Power Point presentations covering the following core teaching aims. The
presentation utilises discussion with the pupils throughout.

POINTS/TIMING
0 —2 mins - Introduce F & RS teacher to teacher and pupils.
Present aims of the vehicle visit.
3 —30 mins - Present details of road and cycle safety including seat
belts, mobile phones and visibility issues.
Describe the implications of making malicious calls
including time delays of arriving appliances and possible
resulting injury or death.
Detail the consequences and the criminal act of arson
and fire setting.
Describe the other work undertaken by the Fire Service in
the community.
Describe a pumping appliance and describe its capability
and aspects of the equipment it carries.
Re — enforce the dangers of heat and smoke in a fire
situation making referral to the firefighters uniform.
Re-enforce the necessity of taking information home to
parents and carers and designing a home fire safety
escape plan.
