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Portable Heater Safety
This leaflet explains how to use the portable heater safely:

· Always turn off the portable heaters before going to bed or going out.

· Always follow manufacturer's instructions.

· Ventilate the room in which the heater is being used.
· Heaters MUST be a minimum of 3 feet away from people or furniture

· Stand or sit too close to the heater.     
· Place a heater too close to your furniture, bedding or curtains 
Whatever heater you may be using, please don’t:
· Use the heater if it is faulty or breaks.  

· Move a heater whilst it is switched on

· Air or dry clothes over a heater.

· Place heaters where they are likely to be knocked over.

· Leave a portable heater unattended with pets or small children.

· Use emollient creams, or flammable adhesives, cleaning fluids or aerosol sprays near a heater. Stand or sit too close to the heater.
